ANISIMOV Mpykola Viktorovych. APPROACH AT CONSTRUCTION OF THE INTEGRATED
TRADES

Vocational training today cannot be seen as a continuation of the old, traditional training system.
Vocational training now requires quantitative and qualitative changes that would meet the requirements of
production, which is now developing in accordance with the requirements of a market economy. So far,
only attempts have been made to reform the education system in order to bring it closer to the needs of the
industry, but no special results have been achieved.

In this regard, the problems of forecasting, long-term planning and education management are
becoming increasingly important every year. Improving the theory and practice of scientific forecasting
and the development of new modeling systems can improve the efficiency of managing all the links of the
most complex mechanism of the state, one of which is education.

In 1995, a need arose for specialists of a new type for the operation of the housing stock of operating
offices. That is, there was a problem of servicing the housing stock in the new economic conditions. And we
had the idea to create a profession in which there would be several specializations. The result of further
research was the development of a fundamentally new profession, which was in the classifier called
«Concierge». Studying the operating conditions of residential buildings, we came to the conclusion that a
profession was needed that combined the types of work that would help operate these houses and provide
services to their residents.

Preliminary studies have shown that it is necessary to go through the creation of an integrated
profession, that is, for the first time, an integrated profession was theoretically justified and built for the
construction industry, which included three specialties.

The main specialties that were included in this profession: plasterer, painter, tiler (master of finishing
works) of III-1V categories; electrician of IlI-1V categories, joiner of the III category.

The curriculum and programs in subjects for the new profession were developed on the instructions of
the Scientific and Methodological Center for Vocational Education of the Ministry of Education and
Science of Ukraine. The new profession was called « Worker on the comprehensive maintenance and repair
of buildings».

The entire documentation package was developed in 1995. The experimental verification of all
didactic content was carried out on the basis of the Kirovograd Professional Lyceum from 1996 to 2001.
As a result of a successful verification by the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine and the
Ministry of Labor of Ukraine, the profession was included in the Classification of professions.

VAINTRAUB Mark Abramovich. EVALUATION OF THE EFFICIENCY OF THE
DEVELOPMENT OF LABOR SAFETY IN THE UNIVERSITY EDUCATION SYSTEM

The article deals with the problem of evaluating the effectiveness of development in the educational
university field. The urgency and the need to develop a system of training specialists in the field of
occupational safety are substantiated.

The importance of occupational health and safety at work and other institutions in social life is
analyzed. Components of development of labor protection in university education in Ukraine (creation of
knowledge, research and entrepreneurship, provision of social development, internationalization of
educational space, organization of training, promotion of health protection, study of genetic, influence of
gender and psychological and physiological characteristics of a person at work) are substantiated
indicators.

A model is presented that reflects the system of the main seven components of the development of
labor protection in higher education. For each component, the respective constituent parameters are
substantiated.

A model has been developed in the form of a formula for the effectiveness of the development of labor
protection in university education; formulas of component coefficients: creation of knowledge, research
and entrepreneurship, social development, internationalization of educational space, organization of
training, promotion of occupational safety, study of genetic, influence of gender and psychological and
physiological characteristics of a person at work, which will include relevant indicators. The study of
relevant formulas gives the opportunity to make a dynamic management decision to change or stabilize the
situation.

The result of this model helps to trace and establish current trends in the development of occupational
safety, to make a forecast of the effectiveness of this development under the circumstances in the future.

The material will be of interest to teachers of higher education in the field of occupational safety and
health. The study does not exhaust all aspects of the problem of assessing the development of occupational
health and its future professionals. The prospect of further research requires the development of a model
that foresees new principles, approaches, forms and methods of professional competence formation in
future occupational health professionals.

HALETA Yaroslav Volodymyrovych. DIALOGIZATION OF PEDAGOGICAL INTERACTION
BETWEEN TEACHER AND STUDENT AS A CONDITION OF FUTURE TEACHER SOCIAL
MATURITY DEVELOPMENT

The article under consideration presents the results of experimental work in relation to substantiation
and realization pedagogical interaction dialogizing possibilities in the context of future teacher social
maturity development.

In the context of dialogically in its essence humanistic communication, students experience the use of
contractive forms of interaction, responsibility for the effectiveness of such a form of activity.

Taking into account various factors, dialogue in the classroom can be constructed as a dialogue—
imitation oriented to the question—and—answer form, where the role of the moderator is assigned to the
teacher, dialogue-discussion involves communication of conditionally equal subjects in the educational
process; dialogue—cognition which covers complex and cognitive relationships of the subject with the
world, with people around him, with himself.

In the process of research, we have identified the conditions for the dialogue realization. One of them
was the reflexive management of its conduct, when the teacher does not merely sets the goals of mastering
students in an educational standard, but strives for these goals to be internally accepted.

The technology of dialogue creation has included the following stages: distinguishing the value
component ( facts, ideas, life problems) in the professional problem ; transformation of deductive-
descriptive statements into question-relevant, problematic ones; building a logical system of questions;
reasoning out assessment questions to develop students’ value for a professional problem.

Research-experimental work on the students’ professional training on the basis of dialogue
interaction was carried out in higher education institution system of disciplines’ all cycles, including
pedagogical practice.

Workshop technology has been found to be productive in the development of students’ social maturity.
The basic ideas of this technology correspond to the essence of education dialogizing and personalization
principles :knowledge of one person should be enriched with knowledge of others,; constant dialogue with
the author, teacher, friends, oneself is required; learning takes place in an atmosphere of openness and
complete equality of persons, where everyone has the right to make mistakes, where ignorance and failure
are tolerated.

LEARNING OUTCOMES IN TEACHING BACHELORS OF MEDICAL DIAGNOSTICS AND
TREATMENT TECHNOLOGY: CHEMICAL ASPECT

The adoption of the new standard of higher education by the specialty 224 «Medical diagnostics and
treatment technologiesy», specialization «Laboratory diagnostics» at the first (bachelor) level of higher
education presupposes the possibility of elaborating on its basis new educational curricula and academic
programs in specific subject areas including chemistry ones.

As the result of the analysis of the content of new standard of higher education, the chemistry
component was defined, as well as the learning outcomes of teaching the target category of specialists, the
content of students' chemistry competences and their learning outcomes as the result of teaching them
chemistry subjects have been formulated.

The competences mentioned have been specified in our research in the frameworks of chemistry
competences as: the ability to apply the habits of critical thinking to state the interdependence between the
content, structure and qualities of chemical compounds and their medical and biological significance,
between causes and consequences of physical and chemical processes typical for human liquids; to apply
analytical methods of research, chemical equipment, vessels and reagents; to analyse qualitative and
quantiative content of chemical compounds using appropriate methodologies, to perform safe activites in a
chemistry laboratory; to perform an independent analysis of modern profession-related scientific
information in chemistry, to perform researches concerning the chemical content of biological liquids of a
human, of environmental objects and food products, to present the results of this work in different forms
(as an abstract, report, publication in scientific sources).

The results of teaching chemistry subjects include the following: a student understands the essence of
professionally-oriented chemistry concepts, methods of conducting chemical researches, ways of applying
laboratory equipment, safety rules in a chemical laboratory, conducts mathematical calculations,
connected to solutions preparation; prepares solutions; equips a working place with laboratory equipment,
reagents, personal safety means according to the methodology of conducting chemical research; finds
relations between the composition, structure, qualities of chemical substances and their medical and
biological interpretation; implements analytical methods of research, chemical equipment, supplies and
reagents; plots curves of relationship between indices that are researched in chemical experiment, is
capable of working with them; conducts mathematical calculations of numerical content of substances and
their mixtures, sticks to the safety rules while working in the chemical laboratory,; conducts exploratory
researches of the chemical content of substances and their mixtures,; processes, systematizes and presents
information obtained using contemporary computer and information technologies.

The hierarchy of competences has been designed. The matrix of relations between the learning
outcomes of teaching chemistry subjects and the chemistry related competences of the target category of
bachelors has been created.

The results obtained will be useful for the development of new educational professional programs and
curricula in the field of the research. It is planned to substantiate the methodological approaches towards
the formation and evaluation of the results of teaching students chemistry courses.

KOLBINA Tetiana Vasylivna. INTERCULTURAL COMPETENCE IN TERMS OF HIGHER
EDUCATION INTERNATIONALISATION

The article analyses higher education internationalisation processes in Ukraine, that is aimed at
ensuring its quality through the implementation of international standards of education, academic mobility
of students and teachers, international scientific events and projects, joint research with scientists from
foreign universities.

THEORETICAL FUNDAMENTALS OF MORAL EDUCATION IN THE GREAT BRITAIN

The article discusses the theoretical foundations of moral education in the Great Britain. Emphasis is
placed on the traditions of the upbringing of moral qualities in the modern British family. A leading factor
in nurturing is the moral climate of the family. The Great Britain is known as a country with strong
traditions of family life, where caring for the younger generation and nurturing its moral qualities is a
priority. British educators believe that the reliance on spiritual values and ideals embodied in religious
tenets promotes the moral upbringing of a young person for whom generally accepted norms and
principles are of personal importance.

In the context of the global crisis of modern civilization in the Great Britain intensive search for other
ways of education of the human personality is being conducted, the problems and prospects of family and
school rapprochement within the modernization of the moral education and training system are clearly
outlined.

The task of Great Britain educators is to humanize the learning process. British society is extremely
concerned about the widespread increase in spirituality, cruelty, and violence. It is the result of the
influence of many factors of social, cultural, psychological order.

Traditional basic moral concepts of good and evil English students learn in the family. Significant
contributions to moral education are made by churches of different denominations, which largely form the
basic moral qualities produced by mankind. The transformation of the family and the weakening of its
educational functions, the decline of church authority among young people, as well as the significant
problems of school education, authoritarian pedagogical traditions, encourage English educators to find
more effective ways of moral education of students. British society is concerned about the many problems
associated with family, which has traditionally been considered a starting point in the formation of moral
ideas in children. The British are aware that in order to solve the problems of the family it is necessary to
integrate all state and social forces, since the family must give the child the basic foundations of family life,
and ensure its preparation for it.

In the Great Britain, all participants in the educational process, especially parents, teachers, the
community, have recognized the need for close mutual cooperation. This attitude to the problem leads to
the conclusion that in the Great Britain moral education is a matter of national importance. Responsibility
for the implementation of the process of moral education of children is shared between school and family.
