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The author of the article reveals the peculiarities of cooperation between school and family. There are specified the essences of partnership,
interaction, cooperation and collaboration.

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VERBS OF REPORTING IN ACADEMIC WRITING

Reporting is an important linguistic phenomenon in academic writing. Writers introduce background of current research and review previous
studies to ‘create a research space’. Making reference to claims, activities and findings of previous researchers and evaluate them appropriately is
crucial in constructing a research paper. Reporting in academic writing serves a range of purposes: to present what has been done as well as what has
not been done in a field; demonstrate the writer’s familiarity with the field; as tools to persuade; to locate the writer’s work in the larger context. The
major source of data considered for this study is a collection of articles from the “International Jowrnal of Language and Linguistics ", “International
Journal of Literature and Arts” and “Education Journal”. These three journals were purposively selected. The journals mentioned above were chosen
because they regularly publish stories and reach out to a large percentage of the reading public.

Problem. Data collected in any research becomes meaningful  apparent or covert in a particular text. It allows rescarchers to understand
only when it is well organized and explained. This study, therefore, found  social reality in a substantive, but in scientific mode. Quantitative research
both qualitative and quantitative method of research useful. Qualitative  decreases the data to numbers and so authorize the researcher to present
content analysis surpasses merely counting words or extracting objective  figures and facts on tables in order to support understanding. The main
content from texts to examine meanings, themes and patterns that may be  aim of the study is to show the frequent distribution of reporting verbs in
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the terms of prominence.

Analysis of recent research and publications. Lexical classes,
defined in terms of shared meaning elements and similar (morpho-)
syntactic behavior of words, have attracted considerable interest [2, p.2].
These classes are effective for their capability to capture generalizations
about a range of (cross-) linguistic properties; therefore these classes are
an important component of any system.

Dorr and Korhonen emphasizes on the fact that the lexical
classes have proved helpful in supporting a number of (multilingual)
tasks, such as computational lexicography, language generation or
machine translation [1, p. 8].

The largest and most widely deployed classification in English is
Levin’s classification of verbs [2].

Levin’s classification provides a summary of the variety of
theoretical research done on lexical-semantic verb classification over the
past decades [2, p.12]. In this classification, verbs which display the same
or a similar set of tendency in the realization of their argument structure
are assumed to share certain meaning components. Levin used an
alternation system to organize it into a semantically coherent class. An
alternation, roughly speaking, describes a change in the realization of the
argument structure of a verb. The scope of an altemation is the
proposition. Modifiers are considered in some cases, but the main
structures remain the arguments and the verb. The following examples
illustrate the alternation system [2, p.14]:

1. Causative/inchoative alternation:

Tony broke the window - The window broke

2. Middle alternation:

Tony broke the window - The window broke easily

3. Instrument subject alternation:

Tony broke the window with the hammer - The hammer broke the
window

4. With/against alternation:

Tony broke the cup against the wall - Tony broke the wall with the
cup

5. Conative alternation:

Tony broke the window - Tony broke at the window

6. Body-Part possessor ascension alternation:

Tony broke herself on the arm - Tony broke her arm

It is clear that these altemations are specific to English. They are
not universal, even though some are shared by several languages. Every
language has its own alternation system, and has a more or less important
number of alternations.

Levin’s taxonomy provides a classification of 3,024 verbs (4,186
senses) into 48 broad and 192 fine-grained classes according to their
participation in 79 alternations. Korhonen and Briscoe have proposed a
substantial extension to Levin’s original classification which incorporates
57 novel classes for verb types not covered by Levin [7]. Korhonen and
Ryant have recently supplemented this with another extension including
53 additional classes [6]. While these novel classes are potentially very
useful for the research community, their practical use is limited by the fact
that no detailed syntactic-semantic descriptions are provided with the
classes, and no attempt has been made to organize the classes into
taxonomy or to integrate them into Levin’s taxonomy.

The resource of Korhonen and Briscoe includes a substantial
extension to Levin’s classification with 57 novel classes for verbs as well
as 106 new tendencies [8]. The classes were created using the following
semiautomatic approach.

A set of tendency alternations were constructed for verbs not
covered extensively by Levin. This was done by considering possible
alternations between pairs of sub categorization frames in the
comprehensive classification of Briscoe focusing in particular on those
not covered by Levin. 106 new altemations were identified manually,
using criteria similar to Levin’s.

a)  John ordered him to be nice

b)  John ordered that he should be nice
¢) John ordered that he be nice

VerbNet — the most extensive on-line verb lexicon currently
available for English — provides detailed syntactic-semantic descriptions
of Levin classes organized into a refined taxonomy [6]. Levin’s
classification provides a summary of the variety of theoretical research
done on lexical-semantic verb classification over the past decades [7]. In
this classification, verbs which display the same or a similar set of
diathesis alternations in the realization of their argument structure are
assumed to share certain meaning components and are organized into a
semantically coherent class. Although alternations are chosen as the
primary means for identifying verb classes, additional properties related
to sub categorization, morphology and extended meanings of verbs are
taken into account as well. VerbNet is a hierarchical domain-independent,
broad-coverage verb lexicon with mappings to several widely-used verb
resources, including Word-Net and FrameNet [5, p. 9]. It includes
syntactic and semantic information for classes of English verbs derived
from Levin’s classification and it is considerably more detailed than that
included in the original classification. Each verb class in VerbNet is
completely described by a set of members, thematic roles. The original
Levin classes have been refined and new subclasses added to achieve
syntactic and semantic coherence among members. Each VerbNet class
contains a set of syntactic descriptions, or syntactic frames. Each syntactic
frame consists of thematic roles (such as Agent, Theme, Location), the
verb, and other lexical items which may be required for a particular
construction or alternation.

Some classes also refer to sentential complementation, although
this extends only to the distinction between finite and nonfinite clauses.

(1) Sentential Complement (finite)

“Susan told Helen that the room was too hot.”
(2) Sentential Complement (nonfinite)

“Susan told Helen to avoid the crowd.”

Before integrating the novel classes, VerbNet had descriptions
for 4,100 verb senses.

Results of the investigation. The term prominence refers to the
content and the structure of the reporting source. Swales and his
colleagues differentiate between two types of prominence: information
prominent and author prominent. In information prominent citations, the
information is given primary emphasis and the name of author and the
date of publication (sometimes also with page number) are put in the
brackets at the end of the sentence. Another type is that the reference
number is used instead of author’s name and publication year [3]. The
author prominent highlights on the name of the author as primary
information. This category has three subcategories: the author’s name as a
subject of the sentence; the author’s name as agent (by/in/from); the usage
of prepositional phrases (according to, such, such as, following... etc.).
The following examples will illustrate the two types:

Information prominent:
Atahuallpa claimed “T have priest power, I confess my people of all
crimes against the sun” (Shaffer, 1964, p.34) [4, p.158].
King and Baxter Magdola’s [6] model of intercultural maturity is also
based on three dimensions.... [12, p. 46]
Author prominent:

a)  The author’s name as the subject
Waner claimed that although instrumental motivation does not have the
same positive function as integrative motivation...[11, p. 187].

b)  The author’s name as agent
Examples provided by Dubrow and Friedman, in this section of the study
I argue that “African languages™ discourse has its roots in academic
receivership [10, p.14]

¢)  The usage of prepositional phrases
According to Cohen meta-analyses are often done statistically, but
qualitative analyses are also advocated [12, p. 49]

Table 1 illustrates the prominence of reporting verbs. Two sub-
groups were classified: information prominent and author prominent. As
data show both types are close in number. Since, they are close in number
we could come to the conclusion that both types are used by choice.

Conclusions. This study discussed the types of prominence and
forms of reporting. Information and author prominent quotations were
defined. From the collected data and the numerical evidence we could

come to the conclusion that both information prominence and author
prominence are favoured. As for the forms of reporting, the study
differentiated between short direct quotes and extensive direct quotes.
Based on the collected data it is clear that writer’s prefer using extensive
direct quotes. This phenomenon is due to the fact, that writer’s would
always like to inform precisely others and to state the fact, the truth, as
well as the implications of previous studies and the authors name.
