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By entering the postmodern, we experience a closer cooperation between
human and machine knowledge. The changed lifestyle resulting from the
wide spread use of Internet has been transformed by the spread of smart
devices even more rapidly in our lives. The acceleration of technological
development, the born of the digital culture, the expansion and attainment
of atheism, knowledge in the 21* century increases uncertainty about the
systems that were previously believed to be stable, the concept of life, value
judgment, social organization and legal system as well as our environment
itself, which basically undermines the safety of normal life, transforming
the sci-fi of the last decades into reality. Possible prospects for the future
will only increase this. A growing dependence and cooperation of countries,
legal systems, cultures can be experienced; more and more tasks assigned to
supranational organizations towards the dissolution of distinct sovereignty
in the world state and world language. The multi-threading processes, the
possible evolution of cyborgs, or genetic manipulation challenges not only
legislation, but also human existence, probably changing it in the near fu-
ture. The exponential growth of knowledge leads to the creation of strong
artificial intelligence and “singularity” [10, p. 34; 16]. Former dimensions
can transform into a weirdly post-sci-fi world that is overwhelming in to-
day’s thinking, within only a human lifespan.

What does it mean — not even mentioning its future here — this
changed lifestyle? It can be seen in relation to the spread of a new techno-
logical change that means some years or a few decades of time. Instead of
some high-perspective scientific definitions — it is not noticeable in every-
day life, because, luckily, the next dawn will still be similar — it is necessary
to illustrate some of the differences in our basic approaches to intercon-
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nectedness. Instead of directing, there is GPS, self-driving vehicles, instead
of dates discussed days before the meeting, there is permanent Messenger
connection, while whole storylines can be accessed (online) only based on
a name; instead of reading TV magazines; there are online movie libraries;
while work can be done from a far away country with the use of our laptops,
mobile phones or Skype — “from the comfort of our own home”. Everything
has become universal, accepted and accessible. Travel agencies, real estate
agents, language teachers, lawyers has been transformed, just to name a
few. Memories of the past mindset are easier to forget with this new way of
thinking that technology has created. Only a memory can help you recall
the differences between postmodern and modern. “Since every era can be
characterized by a definite way of thinking, social change can also be inter-
preted as a paradigm of thinking paradigm” [11, 58 p.]. Maybe the next one
is close. Many of us still remember Kasparov’s defeat against Deep Blue,
the short, weird Caro-Kann defense, the final, decisive game, countless ru-
mors, disbelief, and underlying interests (IBM’s share gain). [6] For a few
more years we did not care, the Machine is not better than the Man, not yet,
still not yet. But then we had to face it. And it has became normal. “And so
the modern men and women lived in a time-space with structure; a solid,
tough, durable time-space — just the right benchmark against which to plot
and monitor the capriciousness and volatility of human will” (in contrast to
postmodernism) “We never know for sure when to laugh and when to cry.
And there is hardly a moment in life to say without dark premonitions: “I
have arrived” (...) “In the life-game of the postmodern consumers the rules
of the game keep changing in the course of playing. The sensible strategy
is therefore to keep each game short — so that sensibly played game of life
calls for the splitting of one big all-embracing game with huge stakes into
a series of brief and narrow games with small ones. ‘Determination to live
one day at a time’, ‘depicting daily life as a succession of minor emergen-
cies’ become the guiding principles of all rational conduct” [1].

Lee Se-dol’s defeat against AlphaGo in 2016, [12], an almost
uninteresting nebula encased Ke Jie’s similar fate in 2017 (professional Go
players of 9 dan rank) [17]. Chess, related to the more complicated Go, has
failed sooner due to its prevalence and popularity, as an impersonator of
intellect, it was a prime direction of developments (uniquely, the software
ran on the era’s supercomputers [5, p. 60]). Traditional chess programs
work based on the so-called “brutal force” principle, while people can
only count on the best-looking steps, many millions times less, though; but
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with knowledge, thoughts, feelings, intuitions, etc. still competing until the
millennium. AlphaGo, however, is different, an “an algorithm based solely on
reinforcement learning, without human data, guidance or domain knowledge
beyond game rules. AlphaGo becomes its own teacher: a neural network is
trained to predict AlphaGo’s own move selections and also the winner of
AlphaGo’s games. This neural network improves the strength of the tree
search, resulting in higher quality move selection and stronger self-play in the
next iteration. Starting tabula rasa, our new program AlphaGo Zero achieved
superhuman performance, winning 100-0 against the previously published,
champion-defeating AlphaGo.” [15, p. 354]. Google’s artificial intelligence
defeated the traditional chess program, Stockfish, which is arguably far
ahead of the current best principle of human knowledge, in December 2017
in a 100-game match with 64-36 without defeat. “I thought, well, I always
wondered how it would be if a superior species landed on earth and showed
us how they play chess. I feel now I know” (Magnus Carlsen, the current
Chess World Champion) [9]. “Only one more detail is enough to make you
understand “exponential development” and “intelligence blast”: he learned
to “play chess” in only 4 hours. We can ask whether Nick Bostrom’s fears
of “Al” power gain are justified, analyzing the its dangers of more deeply
than Kurzweil: “Now when the Al improves itself, it improves the thing
that does the improving”, “Existential catastrophe as the default outcome
of an intelligence explosion?” [4, p. 116, p. 140]. Artificial Intelligence,
in addition to the state-of-the-art high-tech technology is now in the weak
phase, ahead of its strong forms — parallel to other possible achievements
— such as whole brain emulation (computer scanning, uploading and
structural modeling of the biological brain, digital survival of the human
brain and its self-consciousness), human genetic modification (human-pig
hybrid for the possibility of organ transplantation already established [13]),
brain-computer implants and networking, nanobots (molecular-level robots
linking to biological cells, expansion of the nanotechnology, etc.). All of
them are filled with countless moral and legal questions, uncertainties and
fears about how much God can play. Wanting to avoid death, do we step
out of cyborg or hybrid existence by losing human existence? “We live in
a world where hazards created by ourselves are as, or more, threatening
than those that come from out outside [7, p. 52]”, the thoughts of Giddens
are still valid these days: instead of controlling things, we are increasingly
losing control. Similarly, Beck writes about risk society, where “ecological
crises” are the result of “civilization self-destruction” which triggers are
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“scientific-industrial decisions”, “everyone must face the consequences
without borders”, creating a “cosmopolitan consciousness” “Creating a
global community of threats” [3, p. 38]. Do cryptocurrencies count as assets;
and if so, what kind of legal category is the stealing of them? In spite of the
“fantastic possibilities” of the future, it is difficult to decide that in retaliation
to human defiance, we would seek happiness instead of earthly immortality:
“Blessed are the poor in spirit: for theirs is the kingdom of heaven [2].”
Analyzing the recent history of information technology, daily news confirm
that we are coherent participants in the curve. Kevin Kelly anticipates AI’s
advancement in a more conceivable, less fearful exponential plane [8]: he
does not see immortality — at least the way we do — but what can be enjoyed,
what can be not, is difficult to decide. With the increasing number of smart
devices around us, grows the dependence on them, they have become a
part of our lives, we are a part of a shared digital culture in the virtual
space, or one of the variable identities in a video game, “Second Life”,
or only from behind the screen, which is everyone’s: multicultural. But
not merely standardization, McDonaldization [14, p.167] is present in our
lives, but by making everything available, we can see the beads of cultural
diversity. At the same time, the spatial world takes on a different dimension,
not only virtually, but the realistic handling of mosaics of distant cultures,
traveling not only to the dynamic development of transport, time and cost
demands, the expansion of opportunities, but to the convergence of political
and economic transformations, the disappearance of borders, and through
their affordability and promotion, they become more widely available, and
logistical support is provided by smart devices that are now inseparable
from us. Meanwhile, our culture adjusts itself to the progress of technology,
providing a larger section of a common knowledge base that is accessible to
anyone. This common cultural foundation further supports logistic services,
reduces costs by making life accessible to spatial movement and staying
alive — the legal system is ideally suited; however, only catching up on
the changes lastly —, opportunities that used to be unusual and unthinkable
before — us, letting strangers into our living space — becomes more and more
globally widespread and natural, not just for the younger generation, e.g.
hostels, Couchsurfing, carpooling, etc. Since all these are only “camps” in
the digital age, each encounter is merely an “impulse” that “breaks down
again” does not follow “loyalty”, while we are all on the road — to different
extent in body or soul, here and now in the foreseeable future, whether
voluntarily or not ... between the poles of the “perfect tourist” and the
“vagabond beyond remedy [1]” far from happiness.
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
