BRZUZY Grzegorz, BIDA Olena Anatoliivna. FORMATION OF HUMANISTIC ORIENTATION IN
FUTURE SPECIALISTS

The article specifies a number of ideas for the humanization of education as a basis for the formation
of the humanistic orientation of the future primary school teacher. The reasons for ensuring the formation
of the humanistic orientation of the future specialist are clarified, the possibilities of the development of the
humanistic orientation of future primary school teachers are revealed. Different approaches to understanding
the essence of humanization are revealed: as humanitarian training and mastering of humanitarian knowledge,
as expansion of humanitarian knowledge, as stimulation of students’ aspirations to humanitarian knowledge.
The humanistic orientation of the future primary school teacher is determined as a leading professional
quality, which directs the actions of the manager to make administrative decisions about the personality of the
subordinate from a humanistic position.

It was found that the structure of the humanistic orientation of the future primary school teacher
includes the following components: friendliness as an a priori positive attitude towards the employee;
empathic understanding taking into account the individual characteristics of employees, partners, colleagues;
communicativeness as the ability to establish and maintain contacts and influence people; tolerance as
tolerance for individuality, opinions, lifestyle of employees, non-categorical judgments, professional optimism
as a belief in human potential; knowledge of norms and rules of professional ethics, which includes justice
as an objective assessment of work and discipline, moral assessment and self-assessment of behavior, the
formation of stereotypes of moral behavior.

The formation of a humanistic orientation is impossible without the application of specific principles of
this process. There are four such principles: the principle of individual approach to the student’s personality,
active independent activity of the student, reflective vision of professional activity and the principle of activity
approach.

BONDAR Tamara Ivanivna, SADOVA Iryna Ihorivna. LEVELS OF SUPPORT FOR CHILDREN
WITH SPECIAL EDUCATIONAL NEEDS IN UKRAINE AND THE USA: A COMPARATIVE ASPECT

The article offers a comparative analysis of the tier support system used to ensure the right to quality
education of children with special educational needs in Ukraine and the United States. Acts and orders related
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to the inclusive education were studied, in particular, the new Procedure for the organizing inclusive education
in general secondary schools, Regulations on the psychological and pedagogical support team for children
with special educational needs in general secondary and preschool education, Regulations on inclusive
resource center, efc.

The main mechanisms that proved to be successful and effective in providing inclusive educational setting
in the USA are described. The main features and differences in ensuring the right to education for children with
special educational needs in Ukraine and the United States are identified. It is noted that both education systems
use a tier approach to render support of children with special educational needs. Approaches to organizing
the first-tier support for children with learning difficulties in the analyzed countries are compared; the authors
recommend that the term first tier of support should be differentiated from other levels. Recommendations for
the development of an effective multitier system of child support in Ukraine have been formulated.

The importance of extrapolating the U.S. experience in implementing a three-tier support system to
prevent placing a child with disabilities in special education services was emphasized. The authors recommend
that there should be an inclusive resource center in every Ukrainian school so that competent special education
teachers could assist in providing quality psychological, pedagogical and correctional support. The importance
of strengthening the responsibility of Ukrainian teachers for students’ whose academic achievements are
failing is stated. Provisions on the comparative analysis of mechanisms to encourage teachers to perform the
functions outlined in job descriptions have been further developed.

1t is necessary to expand the system of educational services, to organize resource centers in schools of
Ukraine, where competent specialists will be able to implement psychological-pedagogical and correctional-
developmental support. The necessity of increasing the responsibility of pedagogical workers in Ukraine for
the educational achievements of students, the introduction of an assistant teacher of the first and second grades
in the educational institution was stated. The criterion for such an innovation in Ukraine should not be the
enrollment of a child with special educational needs in an inclusive class, which has the conclusion of an
inclusive resource center and the recommended level of support, but awareness of the importance of education
for state development.

ACTIVATION OF MUSIC AND CREATIVE ACTIVITY OF STUDENTS OF ART SPECIALTIES.

The article analyzes the main didactic aspects of activating the musical and creative activities of students
of art specialties. The essence of the concept of “musical creativity” and the stages of artistic creativity of the
individual are revealed. The specifics of musical creativity of the future teacher and its leading components are
considered. Scientific and methodical works on this problem are analyzed and the need for the introduction of
subjects of the aesthetic cycle for a positive result in the field of music is identified. The necessity of choosing
artistically expedient means of performing expression and finding ways of technical improvement in the
process of creation is substantiated. The main aspects of musical language as a means of cognition of music
are considered. The types of creative ideas based on life phenomena related to the ways of expressing musical
language are identified. Attention is paid to the formation of performing skills, the essence of performing
thinking, which indicates the level of aesthetic culture of the musician. The main types of musical and
creative activity (listening, perception, performance, composition) and specific features of the formation of
musical creativity are considered and analyzed. The importance of musical inclinations of the personality is
substantiated: mood sense, ability to auditory representation and musical-rhythmic sense. It is determined

The article considers the pedagogical views of G. Skovoroda, which are closely related to his ethical and
social views. He admired the humanism of the ancient world, always held man high. The purpose of education,
according to Skovoroda, is to form a thinking, educated, sensitive person through self-knowledge.

He was one of the first in Ukrainian pedagogy to draw attention to the personality of the teacher, put
forward requirements for his professionalism. Hryhoriy Skovoroda’s thoughts on the system of national
education and upbringing, his approaches to the teacher s personality as a bearer of spiritual and moral values
of the Ukrainian people are the basis where the ideas of pedagogical skill began.

G. Skovoroda considered pedagogical skill to be an important quality of a teacher. He invested two
positions in it: the ability to organize the educational process and direct it to the comprehensive development
of personality.

G. Skovoroda believed that education should begin before the birth of a child. Hence a number of
instructions to parents on how they should behave so that their generation is healthy, capable, talented. G.
Skovoroda valued conversations and moral advice, but believed that you need to teach not only by word but
also by all his behavior.

Following the Ukrainian national tradition, the educator called for educating children in humanity,
honesty, justice, modesty, sincerity, gratitude, diligence, respect for the Motherland, love of God, cheerful
attitude to life, faith in a better future.

The study of the creative heritage of the folk philosopher and teacher G. Skovoroda makes it possible
to touch upon the origins of Ukrainian pedagogical skill, based on the immortal traditions of folk pedagogy,
which G. Skovoroda constantly used in his work.

PRE-INSTRUMENTAL PERIOD IN THE PROCESS OF MUSIC LEARNING

The importance of music education for preschool children is a topical issue today. It is proved that teaching
children music should start at an early age (4 years). According to domestic and foreign scholars, this period is
the best time to develop students’ musical abilities. It should be noted that learning to play musical instruments
should be preceded by pre-instrumental training, which will be the basis for further education in children's
music school. Since this issue is still poorly understood in domestic pedagogy, it is advisable to analyze it.

The article considers the issue of the pre-instrumental period and its significance for students studying
music. Music has been found to be a means of shaping students’ aesthetic and moral qualities. Learning music
should start at an early age (4 years) and choose forms to do in the classroom, which are aimed at developing
students’ abilities, singing skills, development of metrorhythm. Pre-instrumental period of study is necessary
for further work on instrumental preparation and study of musical literacy. It covers various types of musical
activities, namely the development of intonation skills, sense of rhythm, musical memory, increases children s
interest in learning.

In the pre-instrumental period, it is important to use visual teaching methods that involve the use of graphic
images that promote better understanding and mastery of the material. These include demonstrations of music,
tables, paintings, and colored cards to complete tasks. Here, technical means that make their demonstration
possible become very important. These include an interactive whiteboard that allows you to illustrate pictures,
videos; a computer that will allow audio illustration. Also such programs as Power Point, Microsoft Publisher
allow the teacher to create presentations, videos that will accompany the study material during the lesson.

The use of interdisciplinary links, for example, with the fine arts, is quite promising in the pre-instrumental
period, when students are asked to paint a picture while listening to music. This contributes to a better
understanding of the work, the development of imagination, filling creative activities.
