KUCHAY Tetiana Petrivna. AESTHETIC EDUCATION OF JUNIOR SCHOOLCHILDREN IN THE
NATIONAL EDUCATION SYSTEM OF JAPAN

The article finds that in Japan, much attention is paid to the formation of aesthetic traditions in the
family by natural means. The role of religion in them replaces the cult of beauty, generated by the worship of
nature. People consider nature a measure of their ideas of beauty. Collective rites are an important means of
influencing the human soul in the world’s religions. Japan is characterized by collective creativity. The playful
atmosphere that arose during the tea action contributed to the feeling of «one hearty.

The tea rite is the key to knowledge of national psychology, no less important than the bushido — the moral
code of the samurai. Considering the aestheticization of the educational environment and its rooting in the
minds of the Japanese in kindergarten and primary school, it should be noted that learning in Japan begins
in kindergarten at the age of three. These educational institutions are not compulsory educational institutions
and are designed to develop the mental and physical abilities of the child in order to ensure the process of
adaptation to further education. In Japanese kindergartens classes are held on the development of musical and
artistic abilities. The content of classes is national in nature.

The principle of education in the spirit of national traditions continues at school in lessons of music,
drawing and handicrafts, home economics. The course of study in primary school is 6 years (6—12), during which
children receive the basics of general knowledge in accordance with their mental and physical development.
After graduating from school, every teenager should know 240 shades of colors that have numbers and names.
Leading place in the aesthetic education of the child is learning to write.

When teaching hieroglyphics, the line between calligraphy and drawing is blurred. It is investigated
that the formation of aesthetic consciousness of primary school students in the education system of Japan is
in the following areas: 1) educational (subject teaching of the basics of aesthetic education); 2) educational
(expression of the unity of man and nature during mass events through aesthetic empathy, group consciousness;
3) providing methodological literature for children, parents, teachers, which contributes to the formation of the
principles of artistic thinking. Analysis of aesthetic education in primary school in Japan shows the uniqueness
and originality of this process.

LOBOVA Olga, PLUTENKO Alyona. PEDAGOGICAL CONDITIONS FOR THE DEVELOPMENT
OF THE IMAGINATION OF JUNIOR SCHOOLCHILDREN IN THE PROCESS OF MUSIC AND
CREATIVE ACTIVITY

The article considers the problem of imagination development of junior schoolchildren. The aim is to
substantiate the pedagogical conditions for the development of the imagination of younger students in the
process of musical and creative activities. These conditions are interpreted as a set of specially selected and
developed guidelines, content and methods of music education, the implementation of which will contribute
to the most effective development of children’s imagination in the process of musical and creative activities.

Accordingly, the following pedagogical conditions are defined and substantiated: 1) purposeful stimulation
of children’s creativity and support of creative manifestations of the child in musical and creative activities
(creation of psychologically comfortable atmosphere; providing each child with opportunities for creative
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self-realization; individual musical abilities of each child, etc.); 2) systematic use of various methods of
imagination development in different types of musical and creative activities (encouraging children to attentive
perception, transmission of musical impressions in the story, movements, drawing; the use of various games
and special verbal and practical tasks); 3) wide application of integration of music with other arts (literary,
fine, choreographic, theatrical, etc.).

Prospects for further scientific research are to experimentally test the reasonable pedagogical conditions
for the development of the imagination of younger students in the process of musical and creative activities.

MARUSINETS Maryana Mikhailovna. STRUCTURAL-FUNCTIONAL MODEL OF FORMATION
OF TRANSCULTURAL COMPETENCE OF FUTURE TEACHERS-MUSICIANS

The article presents a structural and functional model of the formation of transcultural competence of
future music teachers.

The obtained results confirmed the achievement of the set goal and gave grounds to draw the following
conclusions: as a result of development and theoretical substantiation of structural-functional model of
formation of transcultural competence of future music teachers we specified the content of key research
concepts — «competencey and «transcultural competencey.

Transcultural competence of future music teachers includes a combination of national and universal
values based on the principle of cultural conformity, which allows not only to perform their work, but also
determines the readiness for intercultural dialogue and pedagogical interaction in a multicultural educational
space.

Three blocks of the studied phenomenon are presented, namely: methodological-target, procedural-
operational and evaluation-effective; the purpose and tasks, and also methodological approaches are defined,
among which: civilizational, synergetic, transdisciplinary, systemic, hermeneutic, competence, culturological,
technological.

In addition, the principles, forms and methods of formation of the studied phenomenon are offered;
pedagogical conditions are presented, such as: stimulation of motivational and value sphere of future
teachers-musicians in the process of studying professional and variable disciplines; use of music and computer
technologies and innovative teaching methods; actualization of research work of the future teacher-musician
through participation of students in scientific circles and problem groups. In addition, the criteria, indicators
and levels of formation of transcultural competence of future music teachers are proposed.

V. SILVESTROVA: ON THE QUESTION OF TEMBER DRAMA

The article states that all the diversity of stylistics of the second half of the twentieth century reflects
the work of V. Silvestrov. The author synthesizes modern techniques with classical ones. The composer pays
special attention to the timbre-phonic side of the instrument. V. Silvestrov'’s Third Quartet from the standpoint
of timbre drama is analyzed. The composer chooses timbre, thematic and rhythmic development as the driving
force of the quartet. It is determined that the structure of the quartet is close to the form of a suite. The textural
organization of the work consists of three timbre layers. There is also orchestral diminuendo, timbre folding
and a decrease in orchestral saturation.

Timbre drama as an independent sphere: timbre is determined not just by sound color, but by an important
dramatic factor, closely related to other linguistic means, form. All the diversity of stylistics of the second half
of the twentieth century reflects the work of V. Silvestrov. His compositional identity crystallizes against the
background of modernist tendencies. She filigree synthesizes modern techniques with classical ones.

Analysis of the Third String Quartet by V. Silvestrov allows us to conclude that the composer pays special
attention to the timbre-register layers, which are endowed with individual content. The realization of the
lyrical and philosophical orientation of the work is embodied by means of timbre drama, which consists in
the following: the use of the timbre of string instruments as a component of a complex musical and dramatic
system of the work; the means of updating the material in the Third Quartet include timbre, thematic, rhythmic,
development; multi-layered fabric, which consists of three layers: soloist parts, undertone and pedal layers;
orchestral diminuendo, which involves timbre folding and reduction of orchestral saturation at the end of each
part; wide dynamic palette consisting of gradations pp-ff.

Timbre dramaturgy is a multifaceted complex that actively interacts with various means of musical
expression, using timbre as the main organizing factor of musical drama, assigning certain semantic groups
certain semantic meanings. V. Silvestrov attached great importance to the timbre palette, color painting of his
works. The composer sought to operate on them not only while working on large symphonic cycles, but also
in the field of chamber music. So, consider the specifics of timbre drama in the works of V. Sylvester on the
example of his Third String Quartet.

OROS Ildiko Imriivna. STATE OF TRAINING AND IMPROVEMENT QUALIFICATION OF
PERSONNEL AND PEDAGOGICAL STAFF IN UKRAINE

The purpose of the article is to consider the status of training and professional development of labor and
teaching staff in Ukraine, for comparison with the United Kingdom.

In the article methods of research are used: theoretical (analysis of philosophical, pedagogical,
psychological literature), for substantiation of initial research positions, interpretive-analytical method, on
the basis of which Ukrainian and foreign sources are studied using synthesis, analysis, systematization and
generalization; the method of comparative-historical analysis, to identify the trend of adult education.

The article defines and briefly describes the types of continuous vocational training of workers and
teaching staff in Ukraine: primary vocational training, retraining, advanced training. Training, retraining
and retraining of workers’ occupations are carried out in vocational schools, general educational institutions,
directly in production. The shortcomings in the work of the mentioned institutions are noted, their financing is
insufficient.

Adult education is presented as a component of the system of continuous education, the purpose of which is
the socio-economic adaptation of an adult to the transformations that take place in society, prolonged process
and the result of the development and education of the individual, with the help of educational programs and
through the implementation of educational services throughout life (according to L. Lukyanova).

The system of postgraduate education of pedagogical workers, represented by institutions of postgraduate
education of teaching staff, does not provide the potential that is incorporated into LLL, including non-formal
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and informal education, the need to streamline funding. Improvement of qualification and retraining of
pedagogical staff is carried out by the correspondence unit of universities. It is a question of creating a variety
of adult education programs at universities, which will be highlighted in our further work.
