Competitiveness, professional mobility, professionalism and competence of a specialist are the qualities on which
human life and work successes depend on.

Professional mobility is studied as a systemic quality of a
specialist who includes a whole range of knowledge, skills, abilities, personal qualities, value orientations, etc. The

The vision of the mobility of specialists by foreign scientists is presented. In particular, French comparator
scholars have created a concept for the mobility of a European teacher. Its basis is the ideal of the future of European
society, which «guarantees the freedom and natural mobility of every person within the framework of open
integrationy. American scholars have identified the training of fully-developed specialists who can self-assert and
open, make decisions in difficult conditions. Therefore, training in this country is based on the principles of
fundamentalism, multiculturalism, and prognosticity. In the UK, the main task of the country's education is wide-
ranging training with the ability to «switchy from one specialization to another. Therefore, «professional mobility and
adaptation in the world of information space» comes to the fore.

1t is noted that the classification of professional mobility, presented in the article, makes it possible to organize
various movements from unified positions, to submit them as separate manifestations of the overall process of
vocational and pedagogical mobility, to determine what kind of mobility provides for the fulfillment of certain social
functions.

BYRKA Marian Filaretovych. THE DEPENDENCE OF TEACHER PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT
SYSTEM ON SOCIAL AND STATE CONDITIONS

The professional development of natural and mathematical sciences teachers is a dichotomous phenomenon,
which, on the one hand, is realized as a process of updating of his professional knowledge, skills, ways and means that
ensure the high efficiency of teacher professional activity, and on the other hand, as a system in a socially determined
educational environment, which is determined by a certain hierarchy of the purpose, tasks, functions and
subordination of the lower level to the higher.

The system of professional development of natural and mathematical sciences teachers takes part of the meta-
system — the Ukrainian educational system. In this meta-system all communications are not only subordinate, but also
informational, which makes it possible to build partnership relations and cooperation between all subjects of teacher
professional development.

On a horizontal level, the system of teacher professional development is directly dependent on the teacher
professional activity in secondary education institution and teacher training courses at a regional postgraduate
pedagogical education institution. On a vertical level the system depends on the activity of secondary educational
institution and regional postgraduate pedagogical education institution.

The main purpose of the professional activity of the teacher of natural and mathematical disciplines is to provide
education and upbringing of the younger generation (pupils' youth) in the field of natural sciences and mathematics,
and the purpose of teacher professional development is to ensure the compliance of the training with the requirements
of a constantly changing society.

Among the special conditions for the organization of professional activity of the teacher of natural and

mathematical disciplines in the modern conditions should be distinguished: constant self-improvement and raising the
level of professional competence; studying and taking into account personal factors that influence the level of
professional self-improvement of a teacher; determination of the need for further development of his creative qualities,
mastery of skills and skills of professional self-education. Also becomes important the introduction of innovative forms
of professional activity and professional development, especially the use of modern information and computer
technologies.

BOCHELIUK Vitalii Yosypovych. SOCIO-PSYCHOLOGICAL FEATURES OF PUPILS' EMOTIONAL
STATE DEVELOPMENT AT SPECIAL EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS

The article reveals the socio-psychological peculiarities of the pupils” emotional states development at special
educational institutions. The purpose of the article is to study the peculiarities of the emotional development of
mentally retarded children and to determine the methods of special work on the formation and correction of
understanding of emotional states, which is a prerequisite for their successful social adaptation. The author points out
that an important role in the emergence of emotional deprivation of children educated in special educational
institutions is lack of communication, because of which they do not develop adequate forms of communicative
behavior. As a result, many pupils of special institutions are characterized by low contact, combined with external
frustration, obsession, emotional excitement, aggressiveness, etc. The article provides a correctional program for
improving the understanding of emotional states and acquiring adequate communication skills, which are necessary
for, further social adaptation of mentally retarded pupils. The program for forming an understanding of emotional
states of pupils with intellectual disorders envisaged: teaching children to understand the emotional states of people
which transmitted by verbal and nonverbal means; formation of abilities and skills of expressive movements practical
possession (facial expressions, gestures, pantomimetics),; the development of adequate evaluation activities aimed at
analyzing their own behavior and actions of people around them; development of self-control in relation to the
manifestation of their own emotional states in the process of communication; education of interest to others,
development of a sense of understanding and the need for communication; enriching vocabulary emotional states.
Together with the decision of the main goal — the formation of understanding of emotional states and the development
of communication skills — a great place in the program is paid to the development of language, as one of the most
important means of communication. The program is based on the main didactic principles: systematic and
interconnected learning material, its specificity and accessibility. It traces the concentricity of forming the children
with the necessary skills. The teacher and the psychologist must specify the requirements and content of the program
sections, taking into account the peculiarities of the child’s development, taking into account their actual knowledge
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and abilities. Significance in the program is given to the development of language, as one of the most important means
of communication. This is done in dealing with a storyline, in an interview by definition of emotional states, and so on.

Particular attention given to the enlargement of speech development objectives aimed at improving
understanding of emotional states in subjects formed and resolved in each case according to the specific
characteristics of the activity. At the forefront was the task of filling the vocabulary, explaining the emotional states of
the character, learning to explain the content and sequence of the task execution, or planning the course of work. It
was very important to change the content of the educational material in which the emotional-value component of
interpersonal interaction should be expanded in the form of an increase in the number of tasks, exercises, texts, poems,
illustrations, reproductions of paintings by well-known artists, containing a variety of communication situations
(human interaction) and many variants socially acceptable expression of emotional states.

Correctional and pedagogical work on development of children’ emotional sphere ensured that we developed a
system of psychological and educational problems, exercises and the use of additional methods as psychological
training conducted by experts. Psychological training elements used during lessons (rhythm, drawing on speech
therapy and music lessons, etc.) in the form of individual exercises that naturally intertwined with the lesson of the
lesson. Experimental work was carried out individually and in groups (4-6 persons) in different types of activities. It
was attended by children of primary school age.

OUTCOMES IN TEACHING BACHELORS OF MEDICAL DIAGNOSTICS AND TREATMENT
TECHNOLOGY: CHEMICAL ASPECT

The adoption of the new standard of higher education by the specialty 224 «Medical diagnostics and treatment
technologiesy, specialization «Laboratory diagnostics» at the first (bachelor) level of higher education presupposes
the possibility of elaborating on its basis new educational curricula and academic programs in specific subject areas
including chemistry ones.

As the result of the analysis of the content of new standard of higher education, the chemistry component was
defined, as well as the learning outcomes of teaching the target category of specialists, the content of students’
chemistry competences and their learning outcomes as the result of teaching them chemistry subjects have been
formulated.

The competences mentioned have been specified in our research in the frameworks of chemistry competences as:
the ability to apply the habits of critical thinking to state the interdependence between the content, structure and
qualities of chemical compounds and their medical and biological significance, between causes and consequences of
physical and chemical processes typical for human liquids; to apply analytical methods of research, chemical
equipment, vessels and reagents; to analyse qualitative and quantiative content of chemical compounds using
appropriate methodologies; to perform safe activites in a chemistry laboratory; to perform an independent analysis of
modern profession-related scientific information in chemistry, to perform researches concerning the chemical content
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of biological liquids of a human, of environmental objects and food products, to present the results of this work in
different forms (as an abstract, report, publication in scientific sources).

The results of teaching chemistry subjects include the following: a student understands the essence of
professionally-oriented chemistry concepts, methods of conducting chemical researches, ways of applying laboratory
equipment, safety rules in a chemical laboratory; conducts mathematical calculations, connected to solutions
preparation, prepares solutions; equips a working place with laboratory equipment, reagents, personal safety means
according to the methodology of conducting chemical research; finds relations between the composition, structure,
qualities of chemical substances and their medical and biological interpretation; implements analytical methods of
research, chemical equipment, supplies and reagents; plots curves of relationship between indices that are researched
in chemical experiment, is capable of working with them; conducts mathematical calculations of numerical content of
substances and their mixtures; sticks to the safety rules while working in the chemical laboratory; conducts
exploratory researches of the chemical content of substances and their mixtures; processes, systematizes and presents
information obtained using contemporary computer and information technologies.

The hierarchy of competences has been designed. The matrix of relations between the learning outcomes of
teaching chemistry subjects and the chemistry related competences of the target category of bachelors has been
created.

The results obtained will be useful for the development of new educational professional programs and curricula
in the field of the research. It is planned to substantiate the methodological approaches towards the formation and
evaluation of the results of teaching students chemistry courses.

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The article reveals the historical and socio-economic conditions of technical education development in England
alongside with the growth of the national education system within the period of 1870-1914. The subject of this matter
is acute nowadays in the terms of the world integration process, which directly influences on the vocational-technical
system of education in Ukraine. Ukraine is facing new educational aims and tasks on its way of reformation. To carry
them out it is necessary to study the foreign countries’ systems of education. In the process of current transformations,
it is also required to take into consideration the historical experience of the highly developed countries of the world.
Revealing first principles, substratum of technical education building and shaping it could definitely help to avoid
some mistakes in the perspective policy-making steps towards the further development of technical education in
Ukraine. In this respect, Great Britain’s experience and practice is very useful being one of the highly developed
countries with powerful industry based on up-to-date achievements of science and technique and well-organized
technical education ranged with wide system of technical and polytechnic institutions some of which are in the top in
the world university rankings.

Studying the matter of technical education development one should observe the main factors and basic grounds
of both historical and socio-economic development of England to determine the conditions, which promoted the
beginning and growth of technical education, and the reasons of its underdevelopment.

First, it should be mentioned the consequences of the industrial revolution in England in 1820—1840, gave burst
to mass working class education. The economic growth in England was marked with scientific achievements and
technological developments that positively resulted in many spheres of economic life, such as metallurgy, textile
industries, transport, machine building and others.

The changes in economic life caused the need in qualified specialists. That fact, in its turn, provoked working
personnel’s competiveness and automatically led to self-education aimed atraising professional skills to be able to
work with and maintain modern equipment. Manufacturers and enterprisers were greatly concerned with
underdevelopment of technical education in the country because of the lack of specialized professional technical
schools preparing the future engineers with profound theoretical basis alongside with general education.

The second factor that influenced the technical education is agrarian crisis when thousands of farmers moved to
cities and town searching for working places at the factories and it caused the pressure in the labour market.

The third factor of technical education development is the improvement of population standards of living until the
late 19th and early 20th centuries that gave opportunity for parents to give post-elementary and professional education
to their children.

For example, in a certain year they should learn the principles of working
with autistic children, they are taught in another year how to work and communicate with children with Down
syndrome and so on ... And this is not just a ticking course when tired after the work of a teacher should listening to an
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uninteresting and impractical lecture or doing tasks on the Internet is a priceless experience with some or other
children. Therefore, American teachers know how to work with problematic children and implement this experience in
the educational process of the United States.

OF ELECTRONIC INTERACTIVE POSTERS

The electronic interactive poster is considered in the article as the new presentation of the polygraphic
educational poster. Its definition is provided. The examples and the specificities of its usage are given, that distinguish
it from the other electronic educational resources. The relevance of the elaboration and the usage of the electronic
interactive posters as vehicles of the new format teaching is revealed.

It is proved that the usage of interactive posters allows to realize the individualization of study in lines of
universal educational-teaching process. In the process of study with the usage of interactive electronic posters,
students of universal educational establishments or students of higher educational establishments are involved in
active activity, focused specifically on them. Electronic interactive posters give an opportunity to choose the optimal
pace of learning, to control and correct the course of learning of teaching material. The result of the work can be seen
almost immediately, not after a while. Besides, applicants of knowledge (students) get an opportunity to realize their
own methods and techniques of learning of teaching material. The paradigms of the one-level, two-level and three-
level electronic interactive posters are improved, the structure of each type and the navigation are described. It is
determined that one-level posters, as a rule, are working area with the necessary educational material and a set of
different interactive elements. Two-level interactive posters consist of several one-level posters. Three-level posters
may consist of two-level and one-level posters. The advantages of the usage of the electronic posters in comparing to
polygraph ones are proved. The results of the research can serve as a basis for further research of the problem of
designing interactive electronic posters. We consider that the research of software tools has a perspective by means of
which teachers of universal educational establishments and teachers of higher educational establishments will have an
opportunity to create the interactive electronic posters.

OLEKSYUK Olga Nikolaevna. INTEGRATED APPROACH TO ORGANIZATION OF EDUCATIONAL
CLUSTER IN MUSICAL EDUCATION

In the article the theoretical substantiation of the integrative approach to the definition of the principles of
organization of the educational cluster in artistic education is carried out. The main focus is on the characterization of
principles, among which: value-target coherence of the activities of the educational cluster entities while maintaining
the balance of interests of each of them, collaboration of cluster participants horizontally and vertically in order to
provide educational continuity with the basic role of spiritual values; the formation of educational universals as a
condition for the spiritual development of subjects and continuity in continuous artistic education.

Phenomenological-hermeneutic approach focuses on reaching the cultural integrity of the cluster (the
relationship of nature, society, man whose problems are reflected in science, education, art, technology). In the
clustering of artistic education, a powerful spiritual potential is laid. In the cluster there is the possibility of creating
transcultural forms of work with students — the organization of interconnected diverse activities of subjects of the
educational process on the general spiritual and value basis. Therefore, in the organization of educational and
management activities, it is necessary: understanding that the global perception of the world is inextricably linked with
the understanding of the uniqueness of cultures; awareness of the idea of personal responsibility of every person for
what is happening in the natural and social world in which the global and local are equivalent; reliance on the
interdisciplinary approach, consideration of all the diversity of the world through the time factor; understanding that
the purpose of the development of the social system should be a person.

The above factors are active elements of influence on the pedagogical process of higher artistic education.
Implementation of the principle of dialogue interaction between subjects of the pedagogical process means that each
ideal plan of teaching activity (from its element to the planning of the final result) should be considered only as a
certain simplified idealized model of future real activity. The formulated provisions take into account the requirements
of the modernization of artistic education and form the basis of the concept of the development of the Boris Grinchenko
University of Kyiv.

OROS Ildiko Imriivna. TRAINING PROFESSIONALS FROM SOCIAL WORK FOR ELDERLY PEOPLE
IN THE GREAT BRITAIN

Considering that for professionals working in the educational environment with professionals who would receive
special training in adult education, this problem is solved in the UK by training pedagogical staff to work with adults,
training staff training enterprises workers in production, training of social work specialists for the elderly. The
training of adult teaching staff is carried out in accordance with the following programs: CELTA (Cambridge
University) Certificate Program (Certificate in English Language Teaching to Adult); The program «DELTAx»
(Diploma in English Language Teaching to Adult) at Cambridge University. The analysis of these programs of their
comparison with the integral and role position of the andraghog shows that the programs are structured at a high
scientific and methodological level.

The most widespread and developed institutions of education on the socialization of the elderly (third) age are
analyzed — universities of the third age, in which, performing their main functions — educational and social — the level
of social integration of the individual and the quality of life of the elderly is increased, which also contributes to the
implementation of the concept of active and the positive aging of a person.
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Three cycles of social work education that are currently in the Great Britain are considered. The development of
all levels of education in social work in the Great Britain was key to the research strategy in the field of social work in
the 2006-2020 Social Work Strategy and the development strategy for 2017-2023. In 2010 Twenty-first Centers of
Doctoral Training Centers (DTCs) were created, which included 46 outsourced (12 — separate OBOs and 9 ZWO
consortia). Centers were later transformed into Doctoral Training Partnerships (DTPs), which provide in-depth
training, enhance the interdisciplinary component of doctoral training, and its application aspect. The possible areas
of doctoral education in social work are highlighted and examples of preparation of specialists in social work at the
universities of the United Kingdom are given.

This article is an attempt to present the possibilities of improving the upbringing segment of professional training
